Why Rally?


GPS has done a fantastic job of promoting itself within the St. Louis SCCA structure.  With presence at meetings, autocross, road races, and on the web, GPS has become dinner-time conversation for all the active members.  However, what I can offer is exposure to an equally interested demographic of motorsport enthusiasts that has not yet been familiarized with the approaching indoor karting in St. Louis, as well as your future goals of expansion to other cities.  

Rally is a unique form of racing, taking street-legal cars, closing off generally unpaved roads, and racing one-at-a-time against the clock day and night.  The premier rally in the Midwest is the Rally in the 100 Acre Wood (http://www.100aw.org), held in the Ozarks on February 24-25, which also happens to be the only race near your projected opening.  This year, the rally will be the second round of the Rally America National Championship, which means greatly increased exposure, including a television show to air on OLN.  This also means that even more than the usual thousands of people will be at hand to spectate and volunteer for this event.
The route of the rally will cover in excess of 300 miles, passing numerous houses and towns along the way as it travels as far north as Steelville and to the south in Ellington.  In addition to the locals who can be exposed to GPS for the first time, hundreds of people will travel to Salem to watch the rally.  Most of these people come from the St. Louis and Columbia areas, and often are car enthusiasts, though not nessicarily racers, who would likely be less familiar, though just as interested, in GPS.  The rally also requires hundreds of volunteers, some who come from Missouri, but many come from Colorado, Texas, Minnisota, and Michigan.  They, along with the organizers, are often not SCCA members as rally and, as such, may well have been missed by your targeted awareness campaign, though patently are still avid motorsport fans who would be interested in going to a karting facility.


The 100 Acre Wood Rally successfully brings exposure for GPS to a whole new group of eager potential clients, mostly local, right at a crucial time near the grand opening, that no other race in the Midwest can bring.  National coverage and exposure is icing on the cake for building name familiarity as GPS expands to new markets.
Why Me?


Now that you know rally is a great opportunity to spread awareness about GPS, why would I make a great messenger?  The answer is three-fold.  Most importantly, there is only one other rally car in St. Louis and its fairly old.  My car, a 2000 Subaru Impreza 2.5RS, looks even better than it goes and is an instant eye-grabber (please see attached photos).
